Sing it! Put the verse to a tune you already know 

or write a new song for the verse. If you don’t want 
to sing it, chant it to a rhythm.

Create motions to go with the Bible verse to 

help you remember the key words and ideas.

Say the verse. Read and recite the verse out 

loud often. Repetition is KEY. Repetition is KEY.

Write it down. Write the verse multiple times

Look at the Context.

Learn One Chunk at a time.
Break down the verse into smaller bite-size 
chunks. Memorize each piece, and then put 
it all together.

VISUALIZE IT. Make a movie in your head using 
the concepts or the key words from the verse. 
It may also help to draw what you see.
